First of all the convener of the meeting welcomed all the members of the
committee and requested for their active support in the revision of the guidelines of
[.Phil. Research programme in such a manner that opportunities of research be extended to all
needy persons maintaining a high quality of research be ensured. Then the agenda was
discussed and the following decisions were taken unanimously-

1. in the clause C(2) of the chapter XV of the first ordinances of the U P
Rajarshi Tandon Open University the following be added-
However for the persons who have qualified NET / JRF / SLET or
an equivalent examination the requirement of securing 95 %
marks or 50% in case of SC/ST candidates may be relaxed by the
Reéearc’n Degree Committee.
Provided under special circumstances, the Research Degree
Committee may relax the requirement of securing 55 % marks or
50% in case of SC/5T candidates.
2. The modified guidelines for the D. Phil. Research programme are enclosed as
annexure one,
3. The modified proforma of Application for Admission as a D. Phil Research
Student is enclosed as annexure two,
4. The modified Processing proforma of application for admission te D. Phil.
Programme is enclosed as annexure three.
5. The modified proforma of examiner's report on the thesis for the D. Phil.
Degree is enclosed as annexure four
6. The modified proforma of report of the viva-voce examination on the D.
Phil. thesis is enclosed as annexure five.

REVISED GUIDELINES
FOR REGISTRATION, SUPERVISION, PROGRAMME DESIGN, EVALUATION AND
AWARD OF DOCTOR OF PHILOSOPHY (D. PHIL) RESEARCH DEGREE

T

1. The main objective of the Doctor of Philosophy (D. PHIL) research degree
programme of the Uttar Predesh Rajarshi Tandon Open University is to augment
quality research in various areas of studies by providing flexible conditions to the
researchers,

2. The candidate desiring to pursue a course/research work for Doctor of Philosophy
(D. Phil). Degree shall apply on the prescribed application form. The cost of
application form will be Rs. 100=00 only.

3. The minimum eligibility for registration to the Doctor of Philosophy (D. Phil)
programme will be Master's degree, or equivalent degree recognized by the
University, in the concemed or allied subject with at least 55% marks in aggregate.
However, for SC/ST candidates a relaxation of 5% will be allowed, i.e. for SCIST
candidates The minimum eligibility for registration to the Doctor of Philosophy {D.
Phil.) programme will be Master's degree, or equivalent degree recognized by the
University, in the concerned/allied subject with at least 55% marks in aggregate.
“UHowever for the 'persons 'who have qualified NET / JRF / SLET or an
equivalent examination, the requirement of securing 55% marks (50% in case of
SC/ST candidates) may be relaxed by he Research Degree Committee.

Provided under special circumstances, the Research Degree Committee may
relax the requirement of securing 55 % marks (50% in case of SC/ST ca ndidaes).

Moreover if any person of any stream wants to do his/her research work in
the field of distance education or open learning, he/she may be allowed to pursue
research work with a supervisor of concerned stream by the Research Degree
Committee,

4 The candidate has to submit three copies of the synopsis of the proposed research
work with his/her application for registration to Doctor of Philosophy (D. Phil.) degree
duly forwarded by he proposed supervisor.

5. If the propused Supewl_sqf ,i.skﬂ.""t r&q?gmzed by the Unwersn}r then the bio data of

the pmpcsed Supervisor in three copies has also to be submitted on the prescribed
format.
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6. The Departmental Research Committee will consider the application and the
synopsis, and the bio-data of the proposed Supervisor if the proposed Supervisor is
not recognized by he university and wil submit its recommendations to the Research
Degree Commiittee in the prescribed format. The Departmental Research Committee
shall consist of Head of the Department (Chairperson), all professors, one reader in
rotation of seniority for two years and one lecturer for two years inrotation of seniority
of the department. If there is no faculty in the concerned subject or in the allied
subject, the Vice-Chancellor may appoint the Departmental Research Committee
from outside the university.

8. On the recommendation of the Departmental Research Committee, the candidate
may be permitted by the Research Degree Committee to modify or limit his research
topic up to 8 months before the submission of the thesis. After such change, the
candidate will not be permitted to submit his/her thesis for & months from the date of
approval of such change by the Research Degree Committee.

9. The Daoctor of Philosophy (D. Phil.) students shall pursue his/her research work at the
institution of the approved supervisor.

10. The Doctor of Philosophy (D. Phil.) students will be required to submit their' fess
regularly otherwise their names will be struck off from the rolls.

11. All research scholars may ‘be required to assist in teaching and/or administration
work as required by the University authorities.

12. The number of Doctor of Philosophy (D. Phil) scholars under a supervisor at a time
will be limited to eightin case of a professor, six In case of reader and four in case of
lecturer. This number will include all the research scholars of this university or any
other university who are paying University fees and are actively engaged in research
work under the supervisor. However, under compelling circumstances, the Research
Degree Committee may relax this limit.

13. Except in languages, the medium of thesis will be either Hindior English.

14. The candidate shall have to submit a detailed progress report of his work every year
to the satisfaction of the Departmental Research Committee through his supervisor,
failing it for the two consecutive years, the registration will be considered as
cancelled. But after regeiving, a satisfactory apology within two years the Vice-
Chancellor may permit to submit the progress report, and the candidate may
continue his/her research.

15. Before submitting his/her thesis, the candidate shall have to give a pre submission

\ &.
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presentation of his/her thesis before the Departmental Research Committee of the
concerned subject, and the supervisor of the candidate. The pre submission
presentation shall be open for all and relevant suggestions can be invited from the
audience after the presentation by the candidate. The suggestions, which shall be
relevant and necessary as felt by the Departmental Research Committee shall be,
recorded and will be incorporated by the candidate in the thesis before its
submission.

16. For Doctor of Philosophy (D. Phil.) programme, the minimum period for submitting
the thesis will be two years. The maximum period allowed to submit the thesis will be
five years. However, the candidate may apply for re-registration after the expiry of
five years provided the supervisor certifies that the scholar will submit the thesis
within two years positively. No further time will be allowed after expiry of seven years.

17. The fee-schedule for Doctor of Philosophy (D. Phil.) programme isgiven below:

18. After the completion of the, thesis, the candidate shall supply four typed or printed
copies of his/her thesis along with four copies each of the summary in about 1000
words and the brief abstract in about 200 words. The thesis shall comply with the
following conditions

1. It must be a piece of research work characterized either by the discovery of
facts, or by a fresh approach towards interpretation of facts or theories, in either
case it should evince the candidate's capacity for critical examination and
judgment.

2. It shall be satisfactory so far as its literary presentation is concerned, and must
be suitable for publication.

19. On a report from the Supervisor mentioning the title of the thesis and the candidate's
possible submission of thesis within six months, the supervisor shall recommend a
panel of six examiners through the Departmental Research Committee. The Vice-
Chancellor shall appoint three examiners from this panel for evaluation of the thesis.
The Supervisor shall ordinarily be one of the examiners for evaluation of the thesis.
One of the external examiners appointed by the Vice-Chancellor and the Supervisor
shall conduct the viva-voce of the candidate. The thesis examiners shall submit their
reports on the prescribed proforma. The report of the viva-voce examination shall
also be given on the prescribed proforma.

In case of any one of the examiners fail to read the thesis or conduct the viva-voce
examination any other examiner from the panel shall be appointed by the Wice-
Chancello

The reports of the examiners of the thesis shall be placed before the Research
Degree Committee. If the reports of all the three examiners are in favour of award of
D Phil degree, the Research Degree Committee shall recommend the viva-voce
examination of the candidate. If the reports of only two examiners are in favour of
award of D Phil degree, the Research Degree Committee shall appoint fourth
examiner and if his/her report comes in favour then the Research Degree Committee
shall recommend the viva-voce examination of the candidate. In other cases, the
Research Degree Committee may take appropnate decision of revision or re;ectur:m of
the thesis.

The report of the viva-voce shall be placed before the Research Degree Committee.
If the report of the viva-voce is in the favour of award of D. Phil degree, the Research
Degree Committee shall recommend to award the D. Phil degree in the concerned
subject to the candidate. If the report of the viva-voce is not in favour of award of D.
Phil degree, the Research Degree Committee may instruct the candidate to revise
the thesis or/and to reappear in the viva-voce. But no candidate shall be allowed to
re-present the thesis or/and to re-appear atthe viva-voce more than once.

On the recommendation of the Research Degree Committee, the Academic Council
may award the D. Phil degree in the concerned subject to the candidate.

The candidate may get his/her thesis published at his/her own cost only if all the
three examiners found it suitable for publication. The candidate shall on the
publication of the thesis state on the title page as well as at other appropriate places
that it was a thesis approved for the D. Phil degree of the Uttar Pradesh Rajarshi
Tandon Open University, Allahabad.
